A transplant to the Sacramento area from Minneapolis, 

she recently made her debut with members of the Sacramento Philharmonic in Heitor Villa-

Lobos' Bachianas Brasileiras No. 5 for Voice and Eight Cellos. For the past year and a half she 

has had the privilege to tour with the Minneapolis based theatre company Theatre de la Jeune 

Lune in the opera fusion productions of Don Juan Giovanni and Figaro under the direction of 

Dominique Serrand. During this time she has had the opportunity to perform these innovative 

and collaborative productions at esteemed theaters around the country; including both the 

American Repertory Theatre in Cambridge, MA and the Berkeley Repertory Theatre in 

Berkeley.
